Bylaws

of the

Medical Reserve Corps Coalition of Region 1 Health Jurisdiction of Washington State.

Article 1:

Name

The name of this society shall be called:

 “The Medical Reserve Corps Coalition of Region 1 Health Jurisdiction of Washington State”.

Article 2: 

Object 

The object of this Coalition shall be to Develop Disaster Resistant Communities through effective coordination of medical and support personnel in the planning, mitigation, response and recovery efforts of an emergency or disaster.  
Article 3: 

Members

            Membership to the MRC Coalition is open to Medical Reserve Corps units within the Region 1 Health Jurisdiction who have received their unit charter from the Medical Reserve Corps national program office. Units shall be represented by MRC directors, coordinators and / or appointed representatives.  Each MRC unit has one vote.  Voting may be in person, by proxy, or by other means, but must be completed within five (5) days of notification.
Article 4: 

Officers


Section 1: Officers and duties. The officers of the coalition shall be a Chair, Co-Chair and Secretary. These officers shall perform the duties prescribed by these bylaws and by the parliamentarian authority adopted by the Coalition.

Section 2: Ballot Election, Term of Office. The officers shall be elected by ballot to serve for one year or until their successors are elected, and their term of office shall begin at the closing of the annual meeting at which they were elected. 

Section 3: Office Holding Limitations. No member shall hold more than one office at a time, and no member shall be eligible to serve more than two consecutive terms in the same office.

Article 5:

 Meetings

Section 1, Regular Meetings. The coalition shall hold regular meetings as needed.

Section 2. Annual Meeting. The coalition shall hold an annual meeting during the first quarter of the year.  This meeting shall be held for the purpose of electing officers, receiving reports from officers and committees, and any other business that may arise.  

Section 3. Special Meetings. Special Meetings may be called by the Chair upon written request by two members.  The purpose of the meeting shall be stated in the call. 



Section 4. Quorum. Two-Thirds of the Coalition voting membership shall constitute a quorum.  

Article 6:

Committees

Section 1. Planning Committee. A planning committee of two members shall be appointed by the Chair promptly after the annual meeting, whose duty it shall be to plan programs for the Coalition. This committee’s report shall be submitted to the Coalition for its approval at its regular meeting(s.)

Section 2. Other Committees; Chair’s Ex-Officio Committee Membership. Such other committees, standing or special, shall be appointed by the Chair as the Coalition or Executive Board deem necessary to carry on the work of the Coalition. 

Article 7: 

Parliamentary Authority

            The rules contained in the Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised, 10th edition shall govern the Society in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these bylaws and any special rules of order the Coalition may adopt.
Article 8:

Amendment of Bylaws
These bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting of the Coalition by a two-thirds vote, provided that the amendment has been submitted in writing at the previous regular meeting.
